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Abstract

Generative pre-trained transformer (ChatGPT), with its outstanding capabilities in understanding
and generating contextual contents, has attracted the attention of educational and academic
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communities. This study briefly introduces current research on ChatGPT in teaching and analyzes
the possibilities of applying ChatGPT to English teaching, as well as potential issues. ChatGPT can
facilitate English learning by providing a language environment, prompt feedback, personalized
tutorship, cultural background information, and self-assessment. Potential problems can also
emerge, such as a single interaction method, demanding instructions on inputs, knowledge cram-
ming and over-reliance, and widening of digital gaps. To optimize ChatGPT, it is necessary to en-
hance its accessibility, improve information literacy, enrich its interaction methods, as well as cul-
