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Abstract

In recent years, irony has not only been limited to daily conversations, literary works and artistic
creations but has also gradually risen on social media. The frequent use of ironic words on the In-
ternet can trigger a lot of thinking. Combined with the current reality of the network and the ex-
isting research on ironic discourse, this paper analyzes and studies several types of network irony,
the content susceptible to irony on the network, the function of network irony discourse and the
pragmatic features of network irony, so as to obtain the specific use of network irony and the im-
pact it brings.
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
