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Abstract

Harmonious discourse analysis, as a new path in systematic ecological linguistics research, relies
on China’s development background, inherits its philosophical ideas, and explores discourse con-
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struction in its specific contexts. Taking the attitude system under the framework of appraisal
theory as an observation point, combining qualitative and quantitative methods, using software of
GooSeeker data acquisition and UAM Corpus Tool 6 data annotation and analysis, the paper gets
text data from China Daily (international version) and builds a corpus to conduct harmonious

discourse analysis on attitude resources in Zhejiang’s “common prosperity” news. The study finds
that it often adopts a positive attitude towards its international communication discourse, follow-
ing one assumption and three principles of harmonious discourse analysis, which plays a positive
role in constructing an open, inclusive, and prosperous international discourse.
