In a speech at Harvard University in 1967, Grice proposed the Cooperative Principle, which includes
four maxims: the maxim of quantity, the maxim of quality, the maxim of relation, and the maxim of
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manner. However, sometimes people violate the Cooperative Principle for some reason and create
the implicit conversational implicature. In the same year, Grice proposed the Conversational Impli-
cature Theory. From the perspective of the Cooperative Principle, the research on the analysis of
personalities of characters in film has attracted the attention of scholars. The film Harry Potter was
praised by the audience as soon as it aired. This study focuses on researching the dialogues between
the main characters Harry, Hermione, Ron, and others in violation of the Cooperative Principle to
generate conversational implicature to analyze the personalities of the three. From the perspective
of the Cooperative Principle, this study will analyze with specific examples and shows that the Co-
operative Principle has significance for the analysis of personalities of characters in movies.
