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Abstract
In the new era when dialects are declining, the inheritance and development of the Ningbo dialect,
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an important carrier of Ningbo’s local traditional culture and a valuable heritage of the traditional
culture of the Chinese nation, is of great significance. This paper adopts a mixed research method
to investigate the current situation of dialect use and its influencing factors among Ningbo native
“Post-00s” college students through questionnaires and interviews. The findings reveal that: 1)
The inheritance of the Ningbo dialect in the college student population is not optimistic, with less
than half of the participants being able to use the Ningbo dialect proficiently or basically. 2) In
most situations, the use of Mandarin prevails. But the frequency of dialect use is very high when
conversing with family members, especially the elderly. 3) The vast majority of participants highly
recognize the value of the Ningbo dialect and believe that the dialect and Mandarin can coexist. 4)
The living environment in childhood, the dialect environment in the family, and the interesting
ways of communication are the main factors that influence the transmission of the Ningbo dialect
in the participant group. Finally, this study puts forward some suggestions for the preservation
and transmission of the Ningbo dialect.
