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Abstract

Based on the previous research studies, this paper centered on focus theory to reflect on the nega-
tive scope and negative focus of Chinese negative sentences, the negative scope of negative sen-
tences is C-commanded by VP with adjoined negative operator. Negative head is associated with
negative focus. Negative focus is closely related to focus operator. If there is a marked focus oper-
ator in a sentence, then the negative head refers to the contrastive focus of the sentence, if there is
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no marked focus operator, the negative head refers to the convention focus of the sentence. There
is no adjacent negation in Chinese negative sentences.
