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Abstract

As a core element of language use, intonation is crucial to the realization of the communicative
function of language. This paper focuses on the intonation problem of non-English majors in uni-
versities, and focuses on the current situation of intonation teaching, intonation acquisition and
its common problems. On this basis, based on the relevant theoretical framework of metrical
phonology, it analyses the root causes of English intonation acquisition problems from four as-
pects: intonation phrase cuts, pitch stress, focus position and tonal pattern use, and proposes cor-
responding teaching improvement strategies to promote the comprehensive development of stu-
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dents’ listening, speaking, reading and writing abilities.
