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Abstract

Liminality features John Steinbeck’s The Grapes of Wrath. The journey of Oklahoma farmers leav-
ing their native land and heading west in search of their dreamland can be regarded as a rite of
passage. The evicted farmers are reduced to the migrants characterized by fragility. After em-
barking on the westering journey, they are in the liminal phase, namely the second phase of the
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rite of passage, and becomes liminoidals. The Joads as well as the preacher Jim Casy are repre-
sentatives of liminoidals. Liminality is featured by ambiguity and uncertainty, which thus makes
the outcasts present rebellion and pursue communitas. Hence, the construction of a divine com-
munity in the rite of passage emerges. This thesis draws upon the liminal theory to analyze the
significance of liminality in transforming the vulnerability of the westering group suffering from
the dilemma of the other during the American economic panic in the 1930s into rebelliousness.
Furthermore, it explores the role of liminality in the reconstruction of interpersonal relationships
and the pursuit of group identity and reveals the significance of liminality in the survival of mi-
grants.
