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Abstract

With the popularity of the Internet, the role of network communication has become increasingly
prominent in communication. It is worth noting that a special “cuteness” language expression is
quietly emerging, with different variations in pronunciation and grammar. The “cuteness” language
is closely related to the “cuteness culture” originating from Japan, and is a typical manifestation of
the rooting and localization of foreign cultures in China. In addition, this phenomenon is also closely
related to the communication perspective, PAC theory and even intergenerational culture in sociol-
ogy and psychology. It is the “new language” of “new people”. The study of “cuteness” language can
also further promote the understanding of young people’s online language, and further understand
