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Abstract

Teacher’s discourse plays an important role in teaching, and its interpersonal significance can reflect
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the role, status, attitude, and judgment of teachers towards things. Based on the theory of interper-
sonal function, this paper analyzed the classroom discourse of six high school English high-quality
reading classes. Through the research and analysis, the following conclusions are drawn: high school
English reading teachers tend to use interrogative sentences and declarative sentences, and the
number of use of the two sentence patterns is relatively equal. They tend to use interrogatives to
strengthen interaction with the audience and guide learners to actively integrate into the classroom.
They tend to change the role of the teacher, focusing on the concept of the student as the main body.
And they rarely use imperative sentences. This study demonstrates that different choices of teachers’
discourse will produce different interpersonal meanings, which is a key factor affecting teach-
er-student interaction and classroom atmosphere. High-quality teachers’ classroom discourse helps
to build equal and harmonious teacher-student relationships, create a good learning atmosphere,
and promote classroom interaction effects.
