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Abstract

In actual discourse, “Bu shi wo shuo” (A2Z# i) has become a discourse marker. Based on the
theory of discourse markers, the article explores the discourse function of the discourse marker
“Bu shi wo shuo” in a multi-dimensional way, aiming at examining the discourse marker “Bu shi
wo shuo” from a diachronic perspective. It is found that the pragmatic functions of the discourse
marker “Bu shi wo shuo” include the functions of subjective evaluation, speech act, modality
indication and discourse organisation, which play the roles of marking evaluation, taking advantage
of words, highlighting the speaker’s modality and discourse coherence.
