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Abstract

Based on the sentence structure of “X is not a little”, this paper analyzes the sentence structure of
network terms such as “not a little better, not a little work, no wait, and no control”, and tries to
discuss the generation of “X is not a little” Internet expression, and divides it into three meanings:
[boredom], [denial] and [powerless] meaning, which reflects the topic highlighting and witty and
ironic language expression effect of this sentence pattern.
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
