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Abstract

This paper mainly analyzes the discourse marker “you look yourself”, first of all makes it clear
that “you look yourself” is a discourse marker, and then introduces the discourse distribution
characteristics of “you look yourself”, which can be distributed at the beginning, middle and end of
sentences. Finally, according to Austin’s speech act theory, the author analyzes the function of “you
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look yourself” in speech, which is referring to things with words, doing things with words and
doing things with words. In the function of doing things in words and deeds, “you look yourself”
can often express feelings of concern and complaint.
