Implicit and Explicit Corrective Feedback in
Second Language Acquisition

Abstract

Corrective feedback, as a key issue in second language acquisition research, hinges on the teacher’s
ability to provide precise feedback to facilitate students’ second language acquisition. Based on a
multidimensional classification framework, corrective feedback is refined into two major types: ex-
plicit and implicit, each containing unique operational mechanisms and effect characteristics. This
paper first introduces the definition and classification of corrective feedback, subsequently reviews
the current status of research on implicit and explicit corrective feedback, and finally forecasts fu-
ture research avenues, aiming to achieve a qualitative leap in second language learning outcomes
through the optimization of teaching strategies.
