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Abstract

Learners’ correct mastery of pragmatic presupposition will help them understand and analyze the
listening content more accurately and teachers’ application of pragmatic presupposition in the pro-
cess of listening teaching will also be helpful to the development of learners’ linguistic reasoning abil-
ity, thus deepening their listening comprehension. Teachers assist students in mastering the core con-
cepts of the theory of pragmatic presupposition, cultivating their sense of presupposition, adopting
means of presupposition, enhancing the micro-skills of listening, and breaking through the bottlenecks
oflistening, so as to further enhance their listening comprehension and English proficiency. Analyzing
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how to apply pragmatic presupposition strategies in English listening through examples will bring
some inspiration to English listening teaching.
