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Abstract

The article is based on the theory of physical structure and argument structure, and uses corpus tech-
nology to redescribe the distribution of meanings of “bear” in modern Chinese. Combining the meanings
of “bear” in ancient and foreign dictionaries, it is found that in addition to the three meanings listed in
the “Modern Chinese Dictionary” (7t edition), three new meanings should also be listed separately.
