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Abstract

“Personal pronoun + one NP” is an appositive structure. The semantic generation of this structure
is related to the generalization of the quantification of “one” and the highlighting of the social at-
tributes of NP. It reflects the speaker’s certain subjective understanding and is an expression with
self-awareness and social experience of the speaker, which is a subjective expression. NP carries
the expected information of the speaker, and the structure “personal pronoun + one NP” has the
function of strengthening the expected information and expressing subjective evaluation.
