As two commonly used negative adverbs in modern Chinese, “bu” and “bié”, although both express
negative meanings, demonstrate significant differences in semantics and pragmatics. Based on authen-
tic corpus data, this paper conducts a systematic analysis of the distributional characteristics of “bu”
and “bié” in specific sentence patterns and collocations, thereby summarizing their differences in gram-
matical functions and semantic expressions.
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
