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Abstract

Taking the Kazakh residents of Yumin County in Tacheng area as an example, this paper analyzes
the current situation of the use of the national common language of Kazakh residents by using the
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literature method, questionnaire survey method and comparative analysis method. The results of the
survey show that the level of national common language of young Kazakh residents is higher than that
of middle-aged and old Kazakh residents; The level of national standard language of the county resi-
dents is higher than that of the rural Kazakh residents; Professional and technical personnel and em-
ployees of enterprises and public institutions have a higher level of standard spoken and written na-
tional language than farmers and herdsmen and non-employed people. It aims to provide practical
experience for the language development of other minority areas, further strengthen the exchanges,
exchanges and integration of various ethnic groups, and contribute to social harmony and stability.
