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Abstract

Knowledge about grammatical metaphor may play a very important role in College English reading
teaching and ideological and political education. Proper application of grammatical metaphor may
cultivate students’ awareness about this theory, helping them to improve English thinking ability.
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In this way students may be easy to grasp the pragmatic implications of English texts and enhance
their accuracy in reading comprehension. As is proved in the empirical study, integrating knowledge
of grammatical metaphor into English reading teaching may improve students’ English reading ability
and help them to get good reading effects.
