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Abstract
This paper, using critical discourse analysis and three-dimensional framework as research methods,
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systematically explores the construction logic of Hangzhou'’s image in international academic litera-
ture. The research finds that at the textual level, the image of Hangzhou focuses on themes such as

“land”, “space”, “ecology”, “politics”, “economy” and “region”, thereby marginalizing the cultural nar-
rative. The overall emotion is positive, but the preference for the use of modal verbs still reflects the
power consciousness of external discipline. At the level of discourse practice, the stylized research
paradigm and quantifiable research objects have standardized the Hangzhou experience, facilitating
its international dissemination and consumption. At the level of social practice, the imbalance be-
tween developmentism ideology and knowledge flow has led to the weakening of Hangzhou's cultural
resources and the simplification of the city’s image into replicable governance indicators. By deeply
exploring the prominent features of urban image construction in academic corpora, this paper to a
certain extent makes up for the deficiency of focusing on news corpora in urban image research, and
based on the research results, puts forward specific suggestions for improving the image integrity and
influence of Hangzhou in international academic discourse.
