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Abstract

As learners of English, listening, speaking, reading, writing and translation are indispensable parts
of our English learning. Among them, writing is an important manifestation of language applica-
tion, and to a large extent, it reflects the situation of English learners’ mastery of the “speaking”
and “reading” of the language. Conceptual metaphor is the use of one thing to imply another, re-
flecting the fundamental ways of people’s thinking and cognition. Metaphor helps people under-
stand and construct the real world by mapping concepts from one field to those from another. The
application of conceptual metaphor enables students to use a richer vocabulary, more diverse
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sentence patterns and more coherent discourse in their writing, thereby enhancing their overall
writing proficiency. In writing teaching, English teachers can greatly enhance students’ writing
ability by appropriately applying conceptual metaphors, thereby further improving the quality of
their writing.
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
