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Abstract

As a treasure of Chinese culture, ancient Chinese poetry is considered the most refined literary form
of the language. However, due to the passage of time, its characters, prosody, textual structure, and
even the contexts in which it appears have been found to be different from contemporary poetry.
These factors are considered to present considerable difficulties for modern university students in
memorizing ancient poetry. Specific problems are manifested in numerous errors in dictation, in-
cluding confusion between ancient and modern characters, transposition of words, illogical expres-
sions, and inadequate comprehension of content. Therefore, it is believed that mastering common
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knowledge of ancient Chinese, including ancient-modern characters and phonetic loan characters,
understanding the prosodic rules of ancient poetry, becoming familiar with textual cohesive devices,
and comprehending the logical structure of poetry will enable more efficient recognition and mem-
orization of ancient poetry, thereby laying a solid foundation for further appreciation and applica-
tion.
