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Abstract

“Laoji” is an internet self-referential pronoun popular among young people on social media plat-
forms such as Weibo, Douban, Bilibili and Xiaohongshu since 2025. It integrates the connotations of
traditional Chinese morphemes and the expressive features of online language, serving as a typical
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case for studying the innovation of modern Chinese vocabulary and social language life. Based on
the theories of lexicon, grammar and pragmatics in Fifteen Lectures on Modern Chinese, this paper
adopts qualitative analysis and authentic online corpus to systematically explore “Laoji” from word
formation, syntactic behavior and pragmatic functions. The results show that “Laoji” is an innova-
tive combination of the traditional morphemes “Lao” and “Ji” in online contexts. It can fully act as
the subject, object and attributive in sentences with complete grammatical functions, and comple-
ments “Wo” (I) and “Ziji” (myself) pragmatically. Its core pragmatic functions include self-mockery,
intimate communication and youth identity construction. The popularity of “Laoji” reflects the so-
cial mentality of contemporary youth and the linguistic needs of online communication, embodying
the inheritance and innovation of modern Chinese as well as the deep integration between online
language and social culture.
