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Abstract

Currently, digitalization is becoming increasingly popular, and the language on the internet is also
changing rapidly. Internet buzzwords have gradually become language symbols for building social
identity and expressing emotions. “xx is the base, and xx is not the base” was one of the top ten
internet slogans of 2025, released by the National Language Resources Monitoring and Research
Center on December 12, 2025. This construction is simple and symmetrical in structure, has diverse
pragmatic scenarios, and has a distinct contrast in semantic understanding. This paper, from the
perspective of pragmatics, conducts an in-depth analysis of the internet buzzphrase “xx is the base,
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and xx is not the base”. By analyzing its source, grammatical structure, semantic features, pragmatic
functions, and popularity reasons, it aims to reveal the unique value and potential impact of this
buzzphrase in language usage, providing a reference for better understanding and application of
contemporary internet language.
