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Abstract

On the basis of review of domestic and foreign research about psychological capital and entrepre-
neurial intentions of postgraduate students, this paper explores the relationship between psy-
chological capital and entrepreneurial intention of postgraduate. Using Zhang Shuang’s formal
questionnaire of postgraduate entrepreneurial psychological capital, this paper investigates the
status and characteristics of the psychological capital of postgraduate students. The results show
that: 1) There is no significant difference in gender, major and grade of the psychological capital of
postgraduate students. But in respect of tenacity and self-confidence and good communication,
students from different regions have significant differences. 2) There is a significant positive cor-
relation between postgraduate entrepreneurial intention and psychological capital including
transactional psychological capital, interpersonal psychological capital and their subdimensions.
Tenacity and self-confidence, optimism and self-confidence, sincere dedication have a significant
positive predictive effect on entrepreneurial intention. In particular, the psychological capital of
postgraduate students as the core construct is the most predictive factor.
