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Abstract

Since the national housing system reform in 1998, the process of public housing commercializa-
tion has been advancing steadily in China. With the continuous improvement of relevant regula-
tions and policies issued by the state and local governments, China’s saleable public housing has
completed most of the housing reform work. It should be noted considerably public housing that
cannot be sold fails to be properly processed, and most of them are incomplete public housing.
This paper summarizes, analyzes and thinks about the background, causes and ways of solving the
problem of selling incomplete public housing, and proposes countermeasures from many pers-
pectives.
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
