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Abstract

For a long time, the traditional state-owned enterprises bear a heavy historical burden. The slow
progress of reform and development, coupled with their own blind investment and merger, lead to
excessive debt. Therefore, one of the difficulties in the current reform of traditional state-owned
enterprises is how to reduce liabilities through debt restructuring, realize efficient allocation of
capital, and further optimize the existing capital structure. Traditional state-owned enterprises
are generally faced with more debts. Therefore, by means of debt restructuring, they can help
themselves to carry out more efficient innovation, and to a large extent, they can make full use of
available resources to reduce the debts of enterprises. Taking S company as an example, this pa-
per analyzes various innovative methods adopted in the process of debt restructuring, pointing
out the direction for the traditional state-owned enterprises to resolve the debt crisis and realize
the rebirth of enterprises, and providing guidance for the smooth implementation of debt re-
structuring of traditional state-owned enterprises in China.
