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Abstract

It is an important direction for China to realize rural revitalization to fully promote the integrated
development of culture and tourism and to promote the construction of beautiful countryside by
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the deep integration of cultural industry and tourism industry. Traditional villages contain rich
local cultural heritage and natural geographical resources, and have a strong potential for cultural
and tourism integration. Based on the theory of cooperative governance framework, this paper
takes the successful experience of Bamboo Art village in Sichuan as an example, it explores the
role of government, market, society and citizens in the construction of culture and tourism inte-
gration project and the superiority of collaboration.
