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Abstract

Land circulation in rural areas is an important means to optimize the allocation of rural land re-
sources, which is conducive to promoting the development of agricultural modernization and rea-
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lizing rural revitalization. In recent years, with the rise of large-scale rural land circulation, the com-
prehensive efficiency of agricultural production has been steadily improved, but it also exposes the
relevant governance problems of grass-roots governments in the process of land circulation. Based
on the theory of network governance, this paper analyzes the existing problems of grassroots gov-
ernment governance in land circulation, and gives countermeasures and suggestions from the as-
pects of standardizing rural land circulation procedures, improving related supporting services, and
strengthening post-transfer supervision. With a view to relying on diversified governance, mul-
ti-coordination mechanism, and the integration of government, market and social resources, to solve
the problems of grassroots government governance in land circulation, to explore the governance
innovation of grassroots government in rural land circulation.
