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Abstract
To revitalize Northeast China, we must base ourselves on traditional manufacturing and fully ex-
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plore its historical, cultural, and ecological advantages. Integrating cultural and ecological tourism
resources in the region to achieve coordinated development between people and the environment
can attract and accumulate more popularity, thereby enhancing the local and regional influence.
