The Current Situation and Optimization Path
of State-Owned Asset Management in
Colleges and Universities in Prefecture-Level
Cities of Yunnan Province

Abstract

The preservation and appreciation of state-owned assets, their shared utilization, and the maximi-
zation of their efficiency constitute core issues that run throughout the practice of state-owned as-
set management in higher education institutions. Taking universities in prefecture-level cities of
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Yunnan Province as the research object, this study employs questionnaire surveys and qualitative
interviews to investigate teaching and research staff as well as asset management personnel in the
sampled institutions. The analysis focuses on the degree of attention paid to asset management, the
soundness of management systems, personnel allocation, and asset utilization efficiency. The find-
ings indicate that universities in prefecture-level cities of Yunnan have preliminarily established a
hierarchical management system and an information-based management model; however, promi-
nent problems remain in terms of information disclosure, institutional development, professional
competence of management personnel, implementation of asset inventory procedures, and perfor-
mance evaluation mechanisms. Accordingly, this paper proposes targeted optimization paths from
five dimensions: the construction of information-sharing mechanisms, the improvement of institu-
tional systems, the development of professional talent teams, the optimization of asset inventory
processes, and the enhancement of performance evaluation mechanisms. These measures aim to
provide references for improving the management level of state-owned assets, ensuring their secu-
rity and integrity, and promoting the high-quality development of higher education in universities
of prefecture-level cities in Yunnan Province.
