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Abstract

Objective: To explore the effect of early standardized nursing intervention on hemodialysis pa-
tients. Methods: Selected from our hospital in April 2020 a hospitalization for hemodialysis in

April 2021, 120 patients as the research object, using the random number method is divided into
research group and the control group, and given different nursing method, the team used early
standardized nursing plan, the control group only in routine care, after the analysis of two groups
of patients with different nursing complication rates, patients’ satisfaction with nursing and their
later health beliefs. Results: The complication rate in the study group was significantly lower than
that in the control group (X2 = 7.35, P < 0.05). The nursing satisfaction of the study group was sig-
nificantly higher than that of the control group (X? = 4.65, P < 0.05). The health belief of patients in
the study group was higher than those in the control group (X% = 10.96, P < 0.05). Conclusion: The
application of an early standardized nursing program for hemodialysis patients is very significant,
not only can improve the satisfaction of hemodialysis patients, make them accept the new nursing
mode, and reduce the incidence of complications in the treatment, improve the overall health be-
lief of patients. It is of great significance in clinical nursing application.
