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Abstract

To understand the status quo of nursing students’ cognition of “Internet+ nursing service” and
their willingness to engage in it, and to analyze the influencing factors. By using convenient sam-
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pling method and self-designed questionnaire, the willingness of 634 nursing students in a nurs-
ing college of a university in Jiangxi Province to engage in “Internet+ nursing service” was investi-
gated. 35.9% of nursing students know about “Internet+ nursing service”, and 63.7% of them
know from teachers. 96.6% of nursing students are willing to engage in “Internet+ nursing ser-
vice” in the future. Univariate analysis of nursing students with different demographic characte-
ristics showed that the only child and the reason of studying nursing specialty affected the nursing
students’ willingness to participate. Based on the theory of planned behavior and technology ac-
ceptance model, multiple linear regression analysis was carried out. The results showed that the
factors influencing nursing students to engage in “Internet+ nursing service” were perceived use-
fulness, attitude, subjective norms, perceived behavior control and reasons for attending nursing
major.
