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Abstract

Objective: To investigate the current situation of social responsibility of medical postgraduates in
the new era and analyze the influencing factors. Methods: 473 graduate students in a medical col-
lege were investigated with the Social Responsibility Questionnaire for Medical Postgraduates.
Results: The scores of social responsibility of medical postgraduates were high. The results of un-
ivariate analysis showed that grade, political outlook, work experience, frequency of participating
in social practice and popularity among peers were statistically significant (P < 0.05). Conclusion:
Medical postgraduates have a strong sense of social responsibility. Medical colleges can improve
their sense of social responsibility by constructing a scientific and reasonable education mechan-
ism, creating a campus cultural atmosphere with high sense of social responsibility, giving full
play to the role of a model of postgraduate tutor image, and combining ideological education with
practical education.
