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Abstract
Objective: To explore the nursing effect of high quality nursing on outpatient dental implant pa-
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tients. Methods: A total of 78 patients were selected as research objects and included from Sep-
tember 2022 to September 2023. The patients were divided into observation and control groups
according to the lottery method. The control group received routine nursing, and the observation
group received high-quality nursing, and the nursing effect was observed. Results: 24 h and 48 h
VAS scores in the observation group were lower than those in the control group, p < 0.05; The
complication rate of observation group was lower than that of control group, p < 0.05; The nursing
satisfaction of observation group was higher than that of control group (p < 0.05). Conclusion: In
the nursing of patients with dental implants, the application of high-quality nursing model has
positive significance in alleviating patients’ pain, reducing the incidence of complications and im-
proving nursing satisfaction, and it is worth popularizing.
