Abstract

Purpose: To investigate the mastery of children’s first aid knowledge and training needs of under-
graduates in teacher training colleges, with a view to providing certain references for subsequent
related research. Methods: 220 undergraduate students enrolled in teacher training colleges in
Zhejiang Province area were selected by convenience sampling method as the research subjects,
and the questionnaire on mastery of children’s first aid knowledge and training needs of teacher
training students was used to conduct the investigation, and the questionnaire was distributed in
the way of questionnaire star. SPSS27.0 was applied to analyze the data. Results: A total of 200 valid
questionnaires were returned. The total score of the questionnaire on children’s first aid knowledge
of 200 undergraduate students of teacher training colleges was (12.00 + 5.41); 88.5% of the re-
spondents were interested in training on children’s first aid knowledge, 92.5% of the respondents
believed that they needed to master children’s first aid knowledge, and 90% of them were willing
to take part in training on children’s first aid knowledge. Conclusion: Undergraduates in teacher
training colleges have poor knowledge of first aid for children, but their willingness to be trained in
first aid for children is high. It is suggested that the relevant departments should strengthen the
publicity of child first aid knowledge training for teacher training college students in order to im-
prove their mastery of child first aid knowledge.
