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Abstract

International examinations such as IELTS have developed rapidly under the grand strategic pat-
tern of world globalization. Traditional IELTS teaching takes test-oriented education and
duck-filling teaching as the mainstream, and is committed to helping students to achieve higher
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scores in the exam during a short period, however, it ignores the improvement of students' prac-
tical language application level. How to help students get out of the dilemma of test-oriented
teaching and achieve the dual improvement of score and language is the direction of exploration
in the field of IELTS teaching in recent years. From the perspective of IELTS textbooks transforma-
tions, this article aims to provide reference for the majority of IELTS teachers to stimulate teach-
ing inspiration and optimize teaching.
