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Abstract

This study investigates the disjunction between communicative competence and exam performance
among Cambridge Main Suite (KET/PET/FCE) candidates, a phenomenon attributed to overemphasis
on test-preparation strategies. Through task designs aligned with the communicative objectives of
KET/PET/FCE (e.g., information-gap tasks for collaborative dialogue, writing workshops for process-
oriented composition), we embed TBLT principles into classroom instruction to achieve synergistic
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development of test-taking strategies and broader communication skills. This approach enables learn-
ers to demonstrate strategic competence in exam contexts by activating procedural knowledge
through task engagement.
