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Abstract

Throughout the Tibetan society, in the system of Tibetan civilization dominated by religion, most
things are closely related to religion, and have certain symbolic significance in certain religious
and cultural fields. In Tibetan culture, the principle of “liking single number and avoiding double
number” is adopted, that is, the advocation and preference for singular number, especially the
advocation of “thirteen” is the most common, while the taboo of even number is displayed. This
paper analyzes the meaning system of the Tibetan number “13” from three aspects: the proposal
and symbolic analysis of the number “13” and the analysis of its connotation.
