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Abstract

Racial discrimination is a persistent social chronic disease in American society, which triggered
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numerous anti-racial discrimination activities. Among them, African women who acted as speak-
ers, social welfare workers and social workers were more noticeable. They provided social welfare
resources for African-American groups, enhanced group competitiveness, and explored the causes
and solutions of racial discrimination. It has an important significance of using such non-frontal
conflict and in a gentle way for African-American groups to fight for equal rights and deal with ra-
cial discrimination effectively. This paper introduces the history of African American woman'’s an-
ti-racial discrimination work from the perspective of social work by means of literature research,
hoping to provide a reference for today’s social workers intervening in racial discrimination and
solving racial discrimination problem.
