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Abstract

From the establishment of the Eastern Han Dynasty by Emperor Guangwu to the reign of Emperor He,
the Eastern Han government gradually developed a set of ways and institutions to manage the neigh-
boring peoples based on the system of Qin and Western Han. In the management of the northeastern
frontier, the Eastern Han government mainly adopted the policy of “kindness and appeasement” and
“grace and trust”, and set up institutions such as Huwuhuan Xiaowei and Duliao General to manage
the northeastern frontier peoples such as Xianbei and Wuhuan. With the joint efforts of the central
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government of the Eastern Han Dynasty and the border officials such as Ji Rong and Ren Shang, the
Eastern Han regime won the widespread recognition and support of the Xianbei tribes and achieved
good governance results. The effective governance of Xianbei by the Eastern Han Dynasty promoted
the development of the northeastern frontier and the consolidation of frontier defense, contributed
to the development of local production and social peace, facilitated the interaction between the cen-
tral plains and the northeastern frontier regions, and contributed to the formation of the community
for the Chinese nation and the consolidation of a unified multi-ethnic state.
