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Abstract

Based on the contact between Japan and South Africa at the beginning of the 20th century, this
article studies the initial communication process between Japan and South Africa, summarizes
the interests of the two sides and the initial development results, analyzes principles and start-
ing points of Japan’s handling of diplomacy towards South Africa, and examines the relationship
between Japan and South Africa within the framework of Japan’s diplomacy, and the origin of
the relationship between the two countries is examined by reviewing the academic research on
Japanese diplomacy.
