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Abstract

The transformation of the tyrant’s image, as a product of the era, is closely linked to the fate of the
city-state. Throughout the Archaic Greece and Classical Antiquity, the image of the Athenian tyrant
underwent a gradual deterioration from an admired figure of authority in the early Archaic Greece
to a criticized political practice during the late Archaic Greece under the Peisistratid dynasty. It
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further evolved into a universally despised figure in the ideological struggles of the city-state
during the Classical Antiquity, and finally experienced a complex transformation towards ra-
tionality and objectivity after the oligarchic revolution. From Archaic Greece to Classical Antiquity,
the city-state of Athens, and even the entire Greek world, went through a cycle of rise, prosperity,
and subsequent decline, and the image of the tyrant played a unique and irreplaceable role in the
course of history.
