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Abstract

Based on the fact that Deng and Deng in Jinlian Village, Qiqin Town, Xinjan County, Jiangxi Prov-
ince, have married each other for hundreds of years, but they have never married Li in Dageng
Village, Chengshang Township, Xinjan County, Jiangxi Province, for more than 800 years, this pa-
per seems to contradict the basic common sense and custom of Chinese Han people, and reveals
the causes and origins of this fact and phenomenon in detail. From this, the research of this paper is
carried out. This paper traces the history of Deng Dynasty in Xuanxeng in detail, from the Southern
