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Abstract

Nanyang Industrial Exposition is the largest exposition held in China in the late Qing Dynasty. It
not only collected products from all over China, but also set up Reference Hall and Jinan Hall to
display exhibits from Europe, America, Japan and the South Sea Islands, realizing the effect of in-
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dustry development brought by the comparative competition of exhibits from various countries.
During the exposition, there were visits organized by foreign government and foreign business-
men, and visit by political official in his personal capacity, which promoted the international rela-
tions and economic cooperation among China and these countries. Industry development and in-
ternational relations were the two major themes of Nanyang Industrial Exposition, and Nanyang
Industrial Exposition also became a domestic exposition with internationalization characteristics.
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
