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Abstract

The expansion of the connotation of the right to life in the Civil Code has aroused heated discus-
sion in the academic circle. At the same time, it is also worth pondering on the civil liability of the
infringer’s omission and the clarification of the general relief obligation. The criminalization of
death without rescue has always been a hot topic in academic circles. However, there is no in-
depth study on the civil supplementary liability of the recipients in such cases and the legal relief
obligations of the right to life, body and health. The purpose of this paper is to explore the rescue
obligation of dangerous introducers and promote the legalization of the rescue obligation of dan-
gerous introducers through the study of this case.
