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Abstract

As the fundamental law, the Constitution commands a country’s normative system with its abso-
lute authority, and guides the operation of state organs and the real life of people in an all-round
way. On the level of legal philosophy, human, as a meta point of constitutional philosophy, is both
its starting point and its destination. The basic contradiction of constitutional philosophy is the
contradiction between state power and civil rights. “People-oriented” lies in the unity of opposites
of the basic contradiction of constitutional philosophy. This paper analyzes the internal logic of
constitutional philosophy from the perspective of “people-oriented”, and discusses the common
development of people, government and constitution.
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
