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Abstract

The divorce cooling-off period has aroused the controversy over the freedom of divorce, and the
marriage ethics is also under the impact of extreme liberalism and individualism. From the pers-
pective of legal philosophy, the existence of the divorce cooling-off period system is reasonable,
because capricious freedom is not freedom, the “evil human nature” hypothesis and the weakness
of human nature also prove that the freedom of divorce should be moderately restricted. In addi-
tion, the divorce cooling-off period system has its inherent institutional value, both ethical value
and order value.
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
