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Abstract

The Internet platform economy is constantly changing with the law of its own development and
the influence of external social factors. As a hot topic in the view of anti-monopoly in recent years,
the behavior of “platform blocking” has completely different views and great disputes. When
judged by antitrust law, platform ban also involves the legitimate rights of platform enterprises,
such as market subjects’ operational autonomy, fair competition right and consumers’ right of
choice, as well as social and public interests. The justification of the behavior of “platform ban” is
necessary and needs all-round consideration.
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
